Were any of those problems hard for you
solve? Even if you needed a little help, they
were fairly easy, right?

Peace isn’t quite so easy. When you have a
conflict with someone, when you argue or
disagree, it'’s hard to see things from the other
person’s point of view. It's hard to stop and
think, “How can we solve this problem?” in the
middle of an argument. We're more interested
in pointing out how the other person is wrong.

Thankfully, God doesn’t do that.
