Read Psalms 23:1-4, NIrV

Have you ever heard the phrase 

“Jesus is our Shepherd?" A shepherds main job 

is to take care of his sheep. The Shepherd 

makes sure the sheep have plenty of food and 

water. In Psalms 23, it says that JESUS is our 

GOOD Shepherd. That means, that Jesus will 

take care of us and give us everything that we 

need. It even says that He will take care of us, 

even when we walk through a dark valley. That 

means, that He takes care of us when we walk 

through hard things. Jesus loves us so much 

and wants to help us have joy, even when life is 

hard.

DAY 4

Read James 1:2-3, NIrV

When you face hard things, do you want to 

whistle your favorite tune, smile wide, or say to 

yourself, “You know, my life is pretty great?” NO 

WAY! When hard things happen, and they certainly 

will, you are allowed to be upset or sad or angry. 

But James is reminding us that every trial is a chance 

to learn something, to grow in our faith and trust in 

God. Hard things are still hard things BUT we can 

remember that God is with us and loves us. He is our 

good Shephered that walks with us, even in dark 

valleys. God knew that we would need someone to 

save us, so He sent Jesus . When we keep trusting 

God even on hard days, our faith and trust grows 

stronger.

Read John 16:33, NIrV
